1. PURPOSE OF REPORT
1.1. To agree the setting up and constitution of a working group to liaise with the local police force to discuss community order, safety and well being and formulate local action plans as appropriate.
2. RECOMMENDATIONS
2.1. That a working group be established comprising

a. A councillor from each ward

b. A representative of the Recreation, Leisure and Amenity Committee 

c. A representative of the Highways Committee

d. Fleet District Councillors

e. Local Neighbourhood Watch leaders

f. Fleet Central Police Officer

2.2. The Group to meet quarterly, unless any special reason arises to require the urgent action of the Group.

2.3. The Group is charged with discussing any matter of public order or safety.
2.4. The Group shall report to Full Council.
3. BACKGROUND
3.1. It has always been the intention of the Council (from the time of the Shadow Council) to develop a close working relationship with the local beat officer.

3.2. The long term vision is to have a community police point in the Harlington Centre

3.3. The officer responsible for Fleet Central, Sergeant Paul Franks attended the last Full Council Meeting, but was “called away” to deal with a possible local disorder.

3.4. In an exchange of correspondence he is keen to establish a relationship with the Town Council

3.5. It has been suggested that the Full Council Meeting is not the appropriate forum and a meeting dedicated to the community and police issues is the better environment.
3.6. A similar arrangement exists for the Fleet North beat, with Elvetham Heath Parish Councillors, Ancells Farm Town Councillor and a District Councillor meeting with the beat officer.
